3
Reimbursement must compensate adequately for the time and expenses incurred by physician, staff and the hospital.

4.
Participation unanimously agreed upon by all the member physicians.

Code of Conduct
All research conducted through Scarborough Cardiology Research conforms to important International guidelines which include the Declaration of  Helsinki, which guides Physicians with respect by Medical Research involving  human subjects.  Other important documents include CMA code of Ethics and the CMA Policy Statement on Physicians and the Pharmaceutical Industry.

All  research  performed within the Organization is approved  by an Ethics Committee within Canada and either by our Hospital’s Research Board or an Accredited Central Institutional Review Board.

Important Linkages
Scarborough Cardiology Research is an organization independent of the Rouge Valley Health System.  However there is a strong and important link with this institution.  The Research Director and all the Associate Investigators endeavor to keep the Hospital informed of all research activities through participation on various Committees including the Cardiac Program Management Committee, Cardiac Care Service Committee, Emergency Department Committee, The Department of Medicine Business Meeting, Cardiac Diagnostics Committee, Pacemaker / ICD Committee and the MAC, Pharmacy and Therapeutic Committee as well as the MAC’s Research Committee.

Scarborough Cardiology Research informs the MAC Research Committee of all studies being performed both within the Hospital and through the office, but only seeks formal approval for those studies requiring hospital resources.

In addition we have linkages with other major Research Organizations, including:

1. Canadian Heart Research Centre (CHRC) affiliated with the University of Toronto.

2. Canadian Collaborative Network affiliated with McMaster University.

3. Duke Cardiovascular Research Institute affiliated with Duke University of North Carolina.

4. The TIMI Organization affiliated with Harvard University.

5. Vigour Organization affiliated with the University of Alberta.

Scarborough Cardiology Research also has extensive linkages with the major Cardiovascular Pharmaceutical Companies.  CRO’s and locally with the Greater Toronto Area Community Cardiologists (GTACC) Research Network.

Our Track Record
Scarborough Cardiology Research participated in their first clinical trial in 1990 and since that time has participated in over 40 large-scale clinical trials.  The group has received Local, National and International recognition for the quality of its participation in trials.  The major areas in which the group participates in is, Acute Coronary Syndrome, Acute Myocardial Infarction, Anti Arrhythmic Therapy, Hypertension, Stable Coronary Artery Disease, Congestive Heart Failure and Pacemaker trials.  We are also beginning participation in Catheter Based Intervention trials.
